Payments by the Bank will be made only at the request of the
Borrower and upon approval by the Bank in accordance with the
terms and conditions of the financing agreement between the
Borrower and the Bank (hereinafter called the Loan Agreement),
and will be subject in all respects to the terms and conditions of
that Loan Agreement. No party other than the Borrower shall
derive any rights from the Loan Agreement or have any claim to
the funds.

3.1 It is the Bank’s policy to require that Borrowers (including

beneficiaries of Bank loans), as well as bidders, suppliers, and
contractors and their agents (whether declared or not),
personnel, subcontractors, sub-consultants, service providers
and suppliers, under Bank-financed contracts, observe the
highest standard of ethics during the procurement and execution
of such contracts.!

A Bidder may be a natural person, private entity, or
government-owned entity—subject to ITB 4.6—or any
combination of them in the form of a joint venture, under
an existing agreement, or with the intent to constitute a
legally-enforceable joint venture (JV).

A firm or an individual may be declared ineligible to be awarded a Bank-financed contract upon

Contract execution.

A Bidder, and all parties constituting the Bidder, shall have the
nationality of any country or eligible countries mentioned in the
BDS. A Bidder shall be deemed to have the nationality of a
country if the Bidder is a citizen or is constituted, or
incorporated, and operates in conformity with the provisions of
the laws of that country. This criterion shall also apply to the
determination of the nationality of proposed sub-Contractors or
suppliers for any part of the Contract including related services.

A Bidder shall not have a conflict of interest. A Bidder found to
have a conflict of interest shall be disqualified. A Bidder may be
considered to be in a conflict of interest with one or more parties
in this bidding process, if:

(a) they have controlling partners in common; or

(b) they receive or have received any direct or indirect subsidy
from any of them; or

(c) they have the same legal representative for purposes of this
bid; or

(d) they have a relationship with each other, directly or through
common third parties, that puts them in a position to have
access to information about or influence on the Bid of
another Bidder, or influence the decisions of the Employer
regarding this bidding process; or

(e) a Bidder participates in more than one bid in this bidding
process. Participation by a Bidder in more than one Bid will
result in the disqualification of all Bids in which the party is
involved. However, this does not limit the inclusion of the
same sub-Contractor in more than one bid; or

(f) a Bidder or any of its affiliates participated as a consultant in
the preparation of the design or technical specifications of the
Contract that is the subject of the Bid; or

A firm that is under a declaration of ineligibility by the
Borrower/Bank in accordance with ITB 3, at the date of the
deadline for bid submission or thereafter, shall be disqualified.

Enterprises owned by Government shall be eligible only if they
can establish that they are legally and financially autonomous
and operate under commercial law, and that they are not a
dependent agency of the GoN.

The Domestic Bidder who has obtained Permanent Account
Number (PAN) and Value Added Tax (VAT) Registration
Certificate(s) and Tax Clearance Certificate from the Inland
Revenue Office or proof of submission of audited PL report to
the Inland Revenue Office shall only be eligible. The foreign
bidder submitting the documents indicated in the BDS at the time
of bid submission and a declaration to submit the document(s)
indicated in the BDS at the time of contract agreement shall only
be eligible.

The materials, equipment and services to be supplied under the
Contract shall have their origin in any source countries as
defined in ITB 4.2 above and all expenditures under the Contract
will be limited to such materials, equipment, and services. At the
Employer’s request, Bidders may be required to provide
evidence of the origin of materials, equipment and services.

For purposes of ITB 5.1 above, “origin” means the place where
the materials and equipment are mined, grown, produced or
manufactured, and from which the services are provided.
Materials and equipment are produced when, through
manufacturing, processing, or substantial or major assembling of
components, a commercially recognized product results that
differs substantially in its basic characteristics or in purpose or
utility from its components

The Employer is not responsible for the completeness of the
Bidding Document and their Addenda, if they were not obtained
directly from the source stated by the Employer in the Invitation
for Bids.

The Bidder is expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms,
and specifications in the Bidding Document. Failure to furnish
all information or documentation required by the Bidding
Document may result in the rejection of the bid.

A prospective Bidder requiring any clarification of the Bidding
Document shall contact the Employer in writing at the
Employer’s address indicated in the BDS or raise any question or
curiosity during the pre-bid meeting if provided for in
accordance with ITB 7.4. The Employer shall be required to
make available as soon as possible the answer to such question or
curiosity in writing to any request for clarification, provided that
such request is received as mentioned in BDS. The Employer
shall forward copies of its response to all Bidders who have
acquired the Bidding Document in accordance with ITB 6.3,
including a description of the inquiry but without identifying its
source. Should the Employer deem it necessary to amend the
Bidding Document as a result of a request for clarification, it
shall do so following the procedure under ITB 8 and ITB 22.2.

The Bidder is encouraged to visit and examine the Site of Works
and its surroundings and obtain for itself, on its own risk and
responsibility, all information that may be necessary for
preparing the bid and entering into a Contract for construction of
the Works.

The Bidder and any of its personnel or agents will be granted

The Bidder’s designated representative is invited to attend a pre-
bid meeting, if provided for in the BDS. The purpose of the
meeting will be to clarify issues and to answer questions on any
matter that may be raised at that stage.

The Bidder is requested, as far as possible, to submit any
questions in writing, to reach the Employer as mentioned in
BDS.

Minutes of the pre-bid meeting, including the text of the
questions raised, without identifying the source, and the
responses given, together with any responses prepared after the
meeting, will be transmitted promptly to all Bidders who have
acquired the Bidding Document in accordance with ITB 6.3. Any
modification to the Bidding Document that may become
necessary as a result of the pre-bid meeting shall be made by the
Employer exclusively through the issue of an addendum pursuant
to ITB 8 and not through the minutes of the pre-bid meeting.

Nonattendance at the pre-bid meeting will not be a cause for
disqualification of a Bidder.

C. Preparation of Bids

The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation
and submission of its Bid, and the Employer shall in no case be
responsible or liable for those costs, regardless of the conduct or
outcome of the bidding process.

The price to be quoted in the Letter of Bid shall be the total price
of the Bid, excluding any discounts offered.

Unconditional discounts, if any and the methodology for their
application shall be quoted in the Letter of Bid, in accordance
with ITB 12.1.

If so indicated in ITB 1.1, bids are invited for individual
Contracts or for any combination of Contracts (packages).
Bidders wishing to offer any price reduction for the award of
more than one Contract shall specify in their bid the price
reductions applicable to each package, or alternatively, to
individual Contracts within the package. Price reductions or
discounts shall be submitted in accordance with ITB 14.3,
provided the bids for all Contracts are submitted and opened at
the same time.

Unless otherwise provided in the BDS and the Conditions of
Contract, the prices quoted by the Bidder shall be fixed. If the
prices quoted by the Bidder are subject to adjustment during the
performance of the Contract in accordance with the provisions of
the Conditions of Contract, the Bidder shall furnish the indices
and weightings for the price adjustment formulae in the Table of
Adjustment Data in Section IV (Bidding Forms) and the
Employer may require the Bidder to justify its proposed indices
and weightings.

The bidder is subject to taxes such as VAT, social charges or
income taxes on non-resident international personnel, and also
duties, fees, levies on amounts payable by the employer under
the Contract.

All duties, taxes, and other levies payable by the Contractor
under the Contract, or for any other cause, as of the date
mentioned in BDS prior to the deadline for submission of bids,

The currency of the bid and payment shall be in Nepalese
Rupees (NPR).

The Bidder shall furnish a Technical Proposal including a
statement of work methods, equipment, personnel, schedule and
any other information as stipulated in Section 1V (Bidding
Forms), in sufficient detail to demonstrate the adequacy of the
Bidders’ proposal to meet the work requirements and the
completion time.

To establish its qualifications to perform the Contract in
accordance with Section Il (Evaluation and Qualification
Criteria) the Bidder shall provide the information requested in
the corresponding information sheets included in Section IV
(Bidding Forms).

Bids shall remain valid for the period specified in the BDS after
the bid submission deadline date prescribed by the Employer. A
bid valid for a shorter period shall be rejected by the Employer as
nonresponsive.

In exceptional circumstances, prior to the expiration of the bid
validity period, the Employer may request Bidders to extend the
period of validity of their Bids. The request and the responses shall
be made in writing. If a bid security is requested in accordance with
ITB 19, it shall also be extended 30 days beyond the deadline of the
extended validity period. A Bidder may refuse the request without
forfeiting its bid security. A Bidder granting the request shall not be
required or permitted to modify its Bid.

Unless otherwise specified in the BDS, the Bidder shall furnish
as part of its bid, in original form, a bid security as specified in
the BDS. In the case of a bid security, the amount shall be as
specified in the BDS.

If a bid security is specified pursuant to ITB 19.1, the bid
security shall be, at the Bidder’s option, in any of the following
forms:

Any bid not accompanied by an enforceable and substantially
compliant bid security, if required in accordance with ITB 19.1,
shall be rejected by the Employer as nonresponsive.

If a bid security is specified pursuant to ITB 19.1, the bid
security of unsuccessful Bidders shall be returned within three
days, once the successful bidder has furnished the required
performance security and signed the Contract Agreement
pursuant to ITB 38.1.

The bid security may be forfeited:

The Bidder shall prepare one original of the documents
comprising the bid as described in ITB 11 and clearly mark it
“ORIGINAL”. Alternative bids, if permitted in accordance with
ITB 13, shall be clearly marked “ALTERNATIVE”. In addition,
the Bidder shall submit copies of the bid in the number specified
in the BDS, and clearly mark each of them “COPY.” In the event
of any discrepancy between the original and the copies, the
original shall prevail.

The original and all copies of the bid shall be typed or written in
indelible ink and shall be signed by a person duly authorized to
sign on behalf of the Bidder.

The name and position held by each person
signing the authorization must be typed or printed below the
signature. All pages of the bid, except for unamended printed
literature, shall be signed or initialled by the person signing the
bid.

Any amendments such as interlineations, erasures, or overwriting
shall be valid only if they are signed or initialled by the person
signing the bid.
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D. Submission and Opening of Bids

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Section V11 — Preamble to the Bill of Quantities’

Notes on the Bill of Quantities for Unit Rate Contracts
General

1.  The Bill of Quantities shall be read in conjunction with the Instructions to Bidders,

General and special Conditions of Contract, Technical Specifications, and Drawings.

2. The quantities given in the Bill of Quantities are estimated and provisional, and are
given to provide a common basis for bidding. The basis of payment will be the actual
quantities of work ordered and carried out, as measured by the Contractor and verified
by the Engineer and valued at the rates and prices bid in the priced Bill of Quantities,
where applicable, and otherwise at such rates and prices as the Engineer may fix within
the terms of the Contract.

3. The rates and prices bid in the priced Bill of Quantities shall, except as otherwise
provided under the Contract, include all construction equipment, labour, supervision,
materials, erection, maintenance, insurance, profit, taxes, and duties, together with all

general risks, liabilities, and obligations set out or implied in the Contract.

4. A rate or price shall be entered against each item in the priced Bill of Quantities,
whether quantities are stated or not. The cost of items against which the Contractor has
failed to enter a rate or price shall be deemed to be covered by other rates and prices

entered in the Bill of Quantities.

5.  The whole cost of complying with the provisions of the Contract shall be included in
the Items provided in the priced Bill of Quantities, and where no Items are provided,
the cost shall be deemed to be distributed among the rates and prices entered for the

related Items of Work.

6.  General directions and descriptions of work and materials are not necessarily repeated
nor summarized in the Bill of Quantities. References to the relevant sections of the
Contract documentation shall be made before entering prices against each item in the

priced Bill of Quantities.

7 In lump sum contracts, delete “Bill of Quantities” and replace with “Schedule of Activities” throughout this section.
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Provisional Sums included and so designated in the Bill of Quantities shall be expended

in whole or in part at the direction and discretion of the Engineer in accordance with the
Conditions of Contract.

The method of measurement of completed work for payment shall be in accordance

with specification and other government procedures.

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Section VIII - General Conditions of Contract

These General Conditions of Contract (GCC), read in conjunction with the Particular Conditions
of Contract (PCC) and other documents listed therein, should be a complete document
expressing fairly the rights and obligations of both parties.

These General Conditions of Contract have been developed on the basis of considerable
international experience in the drafting and management of contracts, bearing in mind a trend in
the construction industry towards simpler, more straightforward language.

The GCC can be used for both smaller admeasurements contracts and lump sum contracts.

The Accepted Contract Amount means the amount
accepted in the Letter of Acceptance for the execution
and completion of the Works and the remedying of any
defects.

The Activity Schedule is a schedule of the activities
comprising the construction, installation, testing, and
commissioning of the Works in a lump sum contract. It
includes a lump sum price for each activity, which is used
for valuations and for assessing the effects of Variations
and Compensation Events.

The Adjudicator is the person appointed jointly by the
Employer and the Contractor to resolve disputes in the
first instance, as provided for in GCC 23.2 hereunder.

Bill of Quantities means the priced and completed Bill
of Quantities forming part of the Bid.

Compensation Events are those defined in GCC 42
hereunder.

The Completion Date is the date of completion of the
Works as certified by the Project Manager, in accordance
with GCC 53.1.

The Contract is the Contract between the Employer and
the Contractor to execute, complete, and maintain the
Works. It consists of the documents listed in GCC 2.3
below.

The Contractor is the party whose Bid to carry out the
Works has been accepted by the Employer.

The Contractor’s Bid is the completed bidding
document submitted by the Contractor to the Employer.

The Contract Price is the Accepted Contract Amount
stated in the Letter of Acceptance and thereafter as
adjusted in accordance with the Contract.

Days are calendar days; months are calendar months.

Day works are varied work inputs subject to payment on
a time basis for the Contractor’s employees and
Equipment, in addition to payments for associated

The Defects Liability Certificate is the certificate issued
by Project Manager upon correction of defects by the
Contractor.

Drawings include calculations and other information
provided or approved by the Project Manager for the
execution of the Contract.

The Employer is the party who employs the Contractor
to carry out the Works, as specified in the SCC.

“Party” means the Employer or the Contractor, as the
context requires.

(kk)  The Works are what the Contract requires the Contractor
to construct, install, and turn over to the Employer, as
defined in the SCC.

In interpreting these GCC, singular also means plural, male also
means female or neuter, and the other way around. Headings
have no significance. Words have their normal meaning under
the language of the Contract unless specifically defined. The
Project Manager shall provide instructions clarifying queries
about these GCC.

If sectional completion is specified in the SCC, references in the
GCC to the Works, the Completion Date, and the Intended
Completion Date apply to any Section of the Works (other than
references to the Completion Date and Intended Completion
Date for the whole of the Works).

The
Project Manager shall approve any proposed replacement of key
personnel and equipment only if their relevant qualifications or
characteristics are substantially equal to or better than those
proposed in the Bid.

The Contractor shall provide the Project Manager with a quotation
for carrying out the Variation when requested to do so by the
Project Manager. The Project Manager shall assess the quotation,
which shall be given within seven (7) days of the request or within
any longer period stated by the Project Manager and before the
Variation is ordered.

If the Contractor’s quotation is unreasonable, the Project
Manager may order the Variation and make a change to the
Contract Price, which shall be based on the Project Manager’s
own forecast of the effects of the Variation on the Contractor’s
costs.
